How to get to Haraldsheimen Youth Hostel (http://www.haraldsheim.no/)
From the Airport

· Flybussexpressen/The Aiport express bus

The easiest way to reach the hostel is to catch Flybussexpressen. The bus leaves just outside the airport arrival hall. The  bus stop nearest to the hostel is called Sinsenkrysset. One-way fee: 140 NOK. Students with a valid ISIC-card get 50 percent discount. It is also possible to pay with credit card on the bus. The bus ride will take aprox 45 minutes. At the bus stop Sinsenkrysset, go down the stairs, to the right, and then follow the pathway to the left and upwards towards the hostel on the top of the hill. Aprox 3 minutes walk.  

· The airport express train (Flytoget)

The train ride is quick, 22 minutes from airport to Oslo Central station, but you will need to take the Metro or a tram to get to Haraldsheimen hostel. See section below. You access the train station by turning right after the exit from the baggage claim zone. Follow signs. You have to purchase the ticket from the ticket machine or in the kiosk before going down the escalator into the station area. One-way fee: 160 NOK. Students with a valid ISIC-card get 50 percent discount. 

From Oslo city centre

· Underground from Oslo Central station 

Follow the signs for the Underground (a T inside a circle) past Burger King and 7-Eleven, down the escalators and to the left. Buy a ticket from the machine or in the ticket stall. A ticket costs 30 NOK. You should catch the Underground (T-bane) number 4 or 6 Ringen (the Circle) to Sinsen station. When you arrive at Sinsen, please use the exit “Hans Nilsen Hauges gate”, turn left in this street, walk under the highway, cross the tram rail and you will see the hostel on top of the hill in front of you.

· Taxi
A taxi from the city centre to the hostel will be aprox. 150-200 NOK, depending on the hour. This is for your information in your spare time; we will reimburse public transportation only.
Accommodation

The hostel is situated 4 kilometres outside the city centre, and offers panoramic view of the city and the inner part of the Oslofjord. You do not need to bring bed linen or towels. Computers with free internet access are available in the reception area. 

What to bring

February in Oslo is usually cold, so be prepared for snow and ice. Bring warm clothes and winter boots as some activities will take place outdoors.
